As great as Drupal 7 core can be, it doesn't scale well for Web sites with a lot of content and/sor a lot of users.
To make it perform better under these scenarios, it's necessary to make use of several strategies, tools and
technigues.

Although some of items mentioned here can simply be enabled on all Drupal sites to increase performance, |
would instead recommend that folks target problematic areas that will be different for each and every
situation. Take a holistic perspective, and whittle down problem areas to reach a specific performance
target. Basically, it's essential to take measurements before and after making changes. Otherwise, you could
be increasing complexity unnecessarily and targeting the wrong areas, thereby missing opportunities for
larger gains.

In Drupal 6, some template files could be overridden in a targeted way. For example. the theme
could contain a "node-article.tpl.php” file which would be used for nodes of the article type only.

In Drupal 7, these need to be renamed to use a double-hyphen. For example, "node--
article.tpl.php". A single hyphen is still used to separate words: for example, "user-picture.tpl.php"
or "node--long-content-type-name.tpl.php”, so the double hyphen always indicates a more
targeted override of what comes before the "-".
